Any Sailor having completed Recruit Training, and having at least one year of sea duty for every five years of service, is now eligible for Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping (STCW) Basic Safety Training (BST) course certification with the exception of Immersion Suit Training. Immersion Suit Training is now being offered to Sailors, at no cost on a space available basis, at certain MSC training facilities. Completion of the STCW BST is one of the requirements to apply for an USCG Able Bodied Seaman (AB) rating, Ordinary Seaman (OS) entry level endorsement, or a Third Mate License.
